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I. Matthew 11:28-30 

A.  Easy 

1. What does the word “easy” mean to you? 

2. In God’s eyes, He takes the things that you give to Him and replaces them 

with something that brings you rest. 

• If you have ever felt overwhelmed, tired, confused….this message is for 

you. 

• If you have ever felt like the world is just caving in on you…can’t ever 

seem to get ahead, at times you just feel like giving up….God has you in 

the right place and here at the right time.  He wants to bring you to a 

place of peace, a place He calls, “Rest”.  Are you interested? 

B. Acts 3:19 

1. It all begins with turning to Jesus. 

2. This is the act of Repentance…Coming to Jesus because you know you need 

His help…you need His love…you need His Power and His life! 

II. Three Things 

A. Come 

1. Peter walked on the water with this one Word of Promise (Matt. 14:28-29). 

2. Are you willing and ready to come to Jesus tonight?  Not tomorrow…nor 

sometime in the future…Are you ready now? 

B. Take 

1. Revelation 10:8-10  

• Too many times, we have prayed in error like this, “God, you know what 

is good for me; just give me what I need.” 

• When God says, “Take it”, don’t ask for it to be given.  Take the promises 

that have already been given and enjoy! 

2. How many times have we left God with things we need still in His hands? 

C. Learn 

1. Ephesians 4:11-15 

• Why are you here?  To learn the truth (not everyone is speaking truth 

today). 

• To not be tossed to and for anymore, you learn the truth through the 

whole Bible (Holy Spirit, Healing, Demon Spirits, Your Identity).  At WVC, 

there is nothing hidden or avoided when it comes to God’s Word! 

2. Ask the questions that only few are willing to ask…ask the tough questions. 

• If you haven’t developed confidence in hearing God’s voice, that’s what a 

pastor is for (We can go to God together). 

• Learn how to develop your faith, your authority in God, your identity!
